HOLY TRINITY CHURCH GUIDELINES

1. If you have concerns about your health or your
vulnerability to infection, please stay home. Mass
will continue to be live-streamed and recorded.

2. Everyone over 2 years old must wear masks

communion. Gloves are not permitted for receiving
communion in the hand.

3. Confessions will be offered in the church, in the
right side sacristy, at the usual time (3:30-4:30 pm Sat-
urdays).

4. Every other pew is roped off. Please do not move
the ropes.

5. Please do not socialize within the building before or
after Mass.
